REGULAR UNIFORM
worn on Tuesday through Friday

The regular uniform for boys in Early School through Grade 3 is the same as the formal dress uniform, with the
exception that white socks may be worn in place of dark socks.

WARM WEATHER UNIFORM
before October 15 and after April 14 (except on Mondays)

On regular uniform days during early fall and spring, boys may wear the following:
o Khaki dress Bermuda length shorts or khaki pants

e Brown or black leather belt

« Short-sleeved white or navy blue polo shirt

« Sneakers (low-cut with non-scuffing soles if worn to gym class)

o White or dark socks

GYM UNIFORM

Lower School students must bring white, low-cut, predominately white sneakers with non-scuffing soles to
school for gym class or keep a pair in their lockers. Early School students wear sneakers to school on designat-
ed gym days.

FORMAL DRESS UNIFORMS
